


SER = TO BE

• Sir Lancelot (Ser)
Two bees chasing a Sir Lancelot.

If they sting him this will BE permanent pain!
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ESTAR = TO BE

• A star (Estar)
TWO BEES (TO BE) are landing on the star two at a time, but 
fly off because it is not permanent.
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TENER = TO HAVE

• Tin air (Tener)
Tin cans are in the air and you HAVE to have them!
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HACER = TO DO or TO MAKE

• Has Hair (Hacer)
You has hair and MAKE stuff with the hair.
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PODER= TO BE ABLE TO

• Poor Deer (Poder)
The poor deer is not ABLE to buy anything.
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DECIR = TO SAY or TO TELL

• Dice Ear (Decir)
You TELL your friend, ‘I have dice in my ear’.
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IR = TO GO

• Ear (Ir)
When you see the green ear you GO!
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VER = TO SEE

• Fair (sounds like Ver)
You SEE the fair.
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DAR = TO GIVE

• Darth Vader (Darth)
Darth Vadar is GIVING blood.
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SABER = TO KNOW

• Saw Bear (Saber)
You KNOW the answer but have to saw a bear before you answer.
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QUERER = TO WANT

• Cared Air (Querer)
This air has been cared for. It is cared air (querer) and everyone WANTS it.
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LLEGAR = TO ARRIVE

• Yea R (Llegar)
Fans cheer Yea when the ‘R’ ARRIVES.
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PASAR = TO PAST TIME,
TO SPEND TIME

• PASS ‘R’ (Pasar)
A group of friends passing ‘R’ TO SPEND TIME together.
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DEBER = TO OWE or MUST

• Da bears (Deber)
are chasing you because you OWE them money.
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PONER = TO PUT, TO PLACE
or TO SET

• Pony air (Poner)
A pony is being PLACED or PUT in the air.
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PARECER = TO SEEM or
TO LOOK LIKE

• Par Sir (Parecer)
Sir Lancelot is waiving a golf club because it SEEMS like rain.
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QUEDER = TO STAY or
REMAIN LOCATED

• ‘K’ Deer (Queder)
You are telling the ‘K’ deer TO STAY there.
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CREER = TO THINK or
TO BELIEVE

• Crates in air (Creer)
you THINK or BELIEVE the crates are going to fall.
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HABLAR = TO SPEAK or
TO TALK

• Hop on lard (Hablar)
Whenever you hop on lard they start TALKING.

LLEVAR = TO TAKE

• Yea V and R (Llevar)
Fans are cheering for the V and R TO TAKE the trophy.
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DEJAR = TO LEAVE or TO LET

• De Jar(Dejar)
You are LEAVING de (the) jar.
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SEQUIR = TO FOLLOW or
TO CONTINUE

• Sick ear (Sequir)
CONTINUING to FOLLOW but have a sick ear.
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ENCONTRAR = TO FIND or
TO MEET UP

• Counter (Encontrar)
FIND gold at the counter.
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LLAMAR = TO CALL

• Yam ‘R’ (Llamar)
The letter ‘R’ is making a phone CALL.
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VENIR = TO COME

• Van’s here (Venir)
Family is COMING to see you and you say, ‘Van’s here’.
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PENSAR = TO THINK

• Pen sawed (Pensar)
Pen is being sawed near statue the THINKER.
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SALIR = TO LEAVE or
TO GO OUT

• Salad ear (Salir)
You want your friends to LEAVE so you throw a salad in their ear.
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VOLVER = TO RETURN

• Volt there (Volver)
RETURNING a battery to a store and told to put the ‘Volt there.’
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TOMAR = TO TAKE or
TO DRINK

• Toes mar (Tomar)
DRINKING the sea (mar) with toes.
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CONOCER = TO KNOW
(as knowing a person)

• Cones Sir Lancelot (Conocer)
He is handing you a cone as a gift because he wants to get TO KNOW you.
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VIVIR = TO LIVE

• Live Ear (Vivir)
LIVE in a huge ear!
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SENTIR = TO FEEL

• Send ear (Sentir)
Putting an ear in an envelope to send then FEELING the envelope.

TRATER = TO TREAT

• Tray tear (Trater)
Trick or TREATers are tearing a tray.
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MIRAR = TO LOOK

• Mirror (Mirar)
LOOKING in a mirror.
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NECISITAR = TO NEED

• Knees tar (Necisitar)
On knees in tar and thinking, ‘I NEED to get out of here!’
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EMPEZAR = TO START

• M pez R(Empezar)
A Pez dispenser that dispenses M’s and R’s TO START the race!
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ESPERAR = TO WAIT

• S and pair of R’s (Esperar)

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BUSCAR = TO SEARCH

• Boo car (Buscar)
Athlete in a car is being booed. You are SEARCHING for him.
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PAGAR = TO PAY

• Pay GARment (Pagar)
PAYING for garments.

• In drawer (Entrar)
Putting clothes in a drawer in a doorway. You ENTER in a doorway.
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TRABAJAR = TO WORK

• Trap jar (Trabajar)
Men are WORKING on a mouse trap made from a jar.
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AYUDAR = TO HELP

• U dart (Ayudar)
Being HELPED to learn how to play ‘U’ darts.
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PERDER = TO LOSE

• Pair deer (Perder)
A pair of deers LOSE a football game.
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GUSTAR = TO LIKE

• Goose tar (Gustar)
A goose is stuck in tar and you LIKE this.
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ENTENDER = TO UNDERSTAND

• In tent deer (Entender)
Under the stand (UNDERSTAND) is a tent and deer.
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PEDIR = TO ASK

• Petting ear (Pedir)
Petting an ear as you ASK a question.
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RECIBIR = TO RECEIVE

• Receive beer (Recibir)
RECEIVING a bear.
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RECORDAR = TO REMEMBER

• Record R (Recordar)
Someone needs TO REMEMBER where they put the record R.
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TERMINAR = TO END

• Exterminator (Terminar)
Exterminator is ENDING the life of bugs.
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PERMITIR = TO ALLOW

• Permit (Permitir)
Parking is ALLOWED with a permit.
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APARECER = TO APPEAR

• A pair sirs (Aparecer)
A pair of Sir Lancelot's magically APPEARS.
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CONSEGUIR = TO GET

• Con(vict) sea gear (Conseguir)
Convict GETTING sea gear.
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COMENZAR = TO START

• Commencement R (Comenzar)
A commencement ceremony for R’s, and it is time to START.
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SACAR = TO GET

• Sacked hard (Sacar)
Quarterback is sacked because team wants TO GET ball.
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CONTAR = TO COUNT

• Convict in tar (Contar)
A convict in tar is COUNTING.
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LEER = TO READ

• Laying ear (Leer)
on a book TO READ a book.
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CAMBIAR = TO CHANGE

• Camp yard (Cambiar)
Camping in yard because you need a CHANGE.

PRESENTAR = TO PRESENT

• Present tar (Presentar)
Giving a PRESENTation with tar on your hands.
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ABRIR = TO OPEN

• Abs rear (Abrir)
Person with muscular abs at rear of the line is OPENING.
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OIR = TO HEAR

• ‘O’ ear (Oir)
It is hard to HEAR with O’s in your ear.
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ACABAR = TO END

• A cab bar (Acabar)
A cab crashes into a bar at END of road.
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GANAR = TO WIN

• A man named Gan with R on his chest (Ganar)
Gan WINS the race!
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TRAER = TO BRING

• Try air (Traer)
Try air to BRING you happiness!
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PARTIR = TO PART or DIVIDE

• Part ear (Partir)
Man is PARTING or DIVIDING hair near his ear.
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ACEPTAR = TO ACCEPT

• Accept tar (Aceptar)
ACCEPTING tar (aceptar).
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REALIZAR = TO ACHIEVE, 
ACCOMPLISH or REALIZE

• Really hard(Realizar)
A chief (ACHIEVE) statue that is really hard.
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SUPONER = TO SUPPOSE

• Soup ear (Suponer)
Boy wants soup and an ear as a souvenir and dad says, ‘I SUPPOSE’.
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COMPRENDER = TO 
UNDERSTAND

• Come prints there (Comprender)
As the prints come in the door you say, ‘Prints go there. UNDERSTAND?’
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EXPLICAR = TO EXPLAIN

• Axe car (Explicar)
EXPLAIN why axe is in the car.
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PREGUNTAR = TO ASK

• Pray gun tar (Preguntar)
Man is praying with his gun in tar ASKING God ...
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TOCAR = TO TOUCH

• Toe car (Tocar)
A toe is ran over by a car and you don’t want anyone to TOUCH it.
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ESTUDIAR = TO STUDY

• S study R (Estudiar)
Student STUDYING next to an S and R.
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CORRER = TO RUN

• Core air (Correr)
An apple core is RUNNING in a race.
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UTILIZAR = TO USE

• Ewe (Utilizar)
is USING an electrical socket.
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EXISTIR = TO BE or EXIST

• Exit here (Existir)
TWO BEES (TO BE) are exiting here.
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ESCRIBIR = TO WRITE

• Scribble here (Escribir)
The way a child WRITES is to scribble.
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OCURRIR = TO OCCUR or
TO HAPPEN

• A courier (Ocurrir)
is saying, ‘Hop In’ (HAPPEN).
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JUGAR = TO PLAY

• Owl (who) guard (Ju-gar)
An owl (makes sound ’who’) is guarding children PLAYING.
